1. Each school will have to present a group from 3 to 5 students 

 

2. Students will have to sing a song and its length must be from 1 to 2 minutes 

 

3. Each school decide the song to be presented, it may be a well-known song or even a jazz chant. 

It’s up to the teacher in charge. 

 

4. This song festival is exclusive for 1st and 2nd graders 

 

5. Native Speakers or Students who have travelled abroad are not allowed to take part into this 

festival* 

 

ASPECTS TO BE EVALUATED 

 

1. Linguistic Appreciation  

 The aim of a song festival is to improve students’ self confident and the use of a foreign language 

as English is. 

 

2. Expression and Delivery  

• Intonation 

• Pronunciation 

• Coordination 

• Rhythm 
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RULES OF THE COMPETITION 

 

1. Each school will have to present a couple 

 

2. The role-play is a game in which players assume the roles of characters in a fictional setting. 

Players take responsibility for acting out these roles within a narrative, either through literal 

acting, or through a process of structured decision-making or character development 

 

3. The dialogue must be created by the students and it may be related to any topic; it’s up to the 

teacher and the students. 

 

4. This role play competition is exclusive for 3rd and 4th graders 

 

5. Native Speakers or Students who have travelled abroad are not allowed to take part into this 

song festival* 

 

ASPECTS TO BE EVALUATED 

 

1. Linguistic Appreciation  

The aim of a role play is to increase students’ personality, character and motivation to face different 

communicative situations in real contexts. 

 

2. Expression and Delivery  

• Coordination 

• Memorization 

• Intonation 

• Understanding 

• Body Language 

• Coupling 

• Spontaneity 
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RULES OF THE CONTEST 

 

1. Each student will have to spell different words in 3 different steps  

(WORDS WILL BE UPLOADED ON AUGUST, 23RD) 

 

2. Only 1 or 2 students can represent each school 

 

3. The spelling bee contest is exclusive for 5 th and 6th graders 

 

4. The competition will be divided in 3 steps: 

Step one:  

Students will have to spell written words 

Step two: 

Students have to spell the words by looking at their respective pictures 

Step three: 

Student will have to listen to some words chosen by the panel of judges and spell them  

 

5. If the student stays quiet after 5 seconds since the word was presented and there’s no answer, 

the student will be out of the contest.  

 

6. Native Speakers or Students who have travelled abroad are not allowed to  take part into this 

contest* 

 

ASPECTS TO BE EVALUATED 

 

1. Linguistic Appreciation  

The aim of the spelling bee competition is to improve students ’ spelling skill; this kind of contest 

provides an important step (that takes place during the second language acquisition process) which 

is the recognition of new vocabulary and its importance on communicative contexts. 

 

2. Expression and Delivery  

• Word Stress 

• Time 

• Stress and Pronunciation 

• Memorization 
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RULES OF COMPETITION 

 

1. Each school will have to present a maximum of 2 students 

 

2. Speakers must come with a prepared speech, focused on one specific topic (CHILE AND ITS 

TRADITIONS, CELEBRATIONS, MYTHS, LEGENDS, WRITERS, POETS OR ANY 

IMPORTANT ASPECT IN RELATION TO THE HISTORY OF OUR COUNTRY ) all the 

information used, must be identified with  sources 

 

3. The public speaking competition is exclusive for 7th and 8th graders 

 

4. Speeches must not exceed two minutes in length. The minimum is 1 minute and 30 seconds. 

Otherwise the student will be out of the competition 

 

5. A timekeeper will time the speeches and ring a bell once when the speaker ha s half a minute 

left and twice when he or she has run out of speaking time.  

 

6. Native Speakers or Students who have travelled abroad are not allowed to take part into this 

competition* 

 

ASPECTS TO BE EVALUATED 

 

1. Persuasion  

 The aim of a public speaking is to persuade people to agree with your speech in order to inform, 

influence, entertain and transmit information as well as to motivate people to act.  

 

2. Reasoning, Evidence and Response 

• Presents information in a simple and clear way  

• Justifies his reasons with evidence of different types, including facts, examples and comparisons  

• Responses are understandable and coherent   

 

3. Organization and Prioritization  

• Chooses the most important reasons to support his point of view  

• Presents his reasons in clear, well-structured order, with similar reasons grouped together  

      

4. Expression and Delivery  

• Speaks clearly, slowly and loudly  

• Is interesting to listen to because he varies the tone and volume of his voice and pauses  

• Uses his whole body to support his points through gestures and facial expressions  
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RULES OF THE TOURNAMENT 

 

1. Each debate will be about a particular motion (THIS HOUSE BELIEVES THAT POP MUSIC 

DOESN’T COMMUNICATE MEANINGFUL MESSAGES TO YOUNG PEOPLE)  

 

2. There will be two teams in each debate: a proposition team which must support the motion 

and an opposition team which must oppose the motion.   

 

3. The tournament of English debate is exclusive for High school students  

 

4. Each team consists of four students, each of whom will speak once during the debate 

 

5. The rules of the debate are enforced by a chairperson, whose job it is to call each of the 

speakers when it is their turn and thank them when they have finished their speeches.  

 

6. Teams will present speeches alternately: the first speaker of the proposition team will make his 

speech, followed by the first speaker of the opposition team; then the second speaker of the proposition, 

followed by the second speaker of the opposition; and so on until the fourth speaker of the opposition has 

made his speech.  

  

7. Speeches must not exceed three minutes in length otherwise scores will decrease. 

 

8. A timekeeper will time the speeches and make agreed upon signals to let speakers know when 

they have one minute left and when they have run out of speaking time.  

 

9. There will be a break of five minutes between the third opposition speech and fourth 

proposition speech.  

 

10. The final speeches on each side are called summary speeches, and must not contain n ew 

arguments.

Tournament* 
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ASPECTS TO BE EVALUATED 

 

1. Persuasion  

 The aim of a debate is to persuade people to agree with the team’s side of the motion. 

  

2. Reasoning and Evidence  

• Justify their point of view with several reasons  

• Present reasons simply and clearly in a way that the people listening can easily understand  

• Back up reasons with evidence of different types, including facts, examples and comparisons  

• Explain how evidence supports their reasons   

• Show how their reasons are relevant and link back to their point of view  

 

3. Organization and Prioritization  

• Spend more time on the most important reasons and less time on the less important ones  

• Can quickly summarize the main reasons to support their point of view  

• Present their reasons in a clear, well-structured order, with similar reasons grouped together  

• Are easy to follow because they coherently arrange their  reasons  

      

4. Listening and Responding  

• Listen carefully to other people’s points of view  

• Respond to opposing points of view by showing why they disagree  

• Can ask challenging rhetorical questions  

• Team members work among each other to support what they have said  

• Rebuttals are coherent according to what the opposing team has asked 

• Rebuttals must contain facts and evidence 

  

5. Expression and Delivery  

• Are confident in what they have to say and do not just read from their  notes  

• Speak clearly, slowly and loudly  

• Are interesting to listen to because they vary the tone and volume of their voice and pauses  

• Use their whole body to support their points through gestures and facial expressions  

• Choose the words and structure of their sentences carefully 
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ORGANIZATION OF TEAM’S SPEECHES 

 

First Proposition and First Opposition 

Have to define the motion, outline the main principle the proposition case is based on, and explain 

the most important arguments for the team. This speaker is not expected to make any rebuttals, as 

no arguments have yet been made to respond to.      

 

Second Proposition and Second Opposition 

The second speakers for each team continue to support their side by adding new arguments and 

responding to the arguments of the speakers that have gone before them.  

  

Third Proposition and Third Opposition  

The third speakers in each team may add minor new arguments, but are generally expected to 

concentrate on explaining why the arguments of the other side are wrong.  

 

Summary speakers  

 A summary speech can’t be written before the debate, it is a summary of what actually happened 

during the debate. The speakers have a chance to prepare during the audience’s comments between 

the end of the third speeches and the start of the summaries.  

An excellent summary speaker should show how the arguments of the two teams come together, 

for example by explaining the three main areas of disagreement between the teams.
